GENERAL INFORMATION – SHOTGUN 

 

INTRODUCTION 

 
The Singapore Gun Club (SGC) and the Sporting Shooting Federation (SSF), supported 
by the Singapore Shooting Association (SSA), will be holding the Singapore Shooting 
Championship 2026 (SSC26) Pistol and Shotgun Events from 18th May 2026 to 24th May 
2026.  
 

DATES & SCHEDULES 

The provisional competition schedules for the various events are attached to this General 
Information (see Annexes A, B and C). The latest and detailed schedule will be issued at 
the Technical Meeting. 

 

RULES & REGULATIONS 

The ISSF Skeet and Trap Events will be conducted according to the latest ISSF Rules and 
Regulations (24/01/2024 Version). Refer to the ISSF website: https://www.issf-sports.org.  

 
The Compak Sporting Event will be conducted according to the FITASC International 
Regulations (01/01/2024 Version). Refer to FITASC website:

For the Competitive Sporting Pistol (CSP) event, CSP Rulebook (2023 Edition) applies. A 
softcopy of the Rulebook is available on request. During the match, real-time scoring will 
be done using Aria.  
 
For the Precision Pistol Competition (PPC) event, the WA1500 (2023 Edition) applies.  
 

SHOOTING RANGES 

 
The Shotgun and Pistol events will be held at the National Shooting Centre (NSC), located 
at 990 Old Choa Chu Kang Road, Singapore 699814.

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For Skeet and Trap, Matarelli Trap Machines are used with standard Orange CORSIVIA 
clays for both Qualifications and Finals. 
 
For Compak Sporting, Matarelli and Promatic Trap Machines are used with standard 
Orange and various colored and types of CORSIVIA sporting clays. 
 

 
IMMIGRATION & CUSTOMS REQUIREMENTS 
 
Countries that require entry Visa to Singapore must apply with the Singapore Embassy or 
equivalent in their countries before departure. Refer to www.ica.gov.sg for more 
information 
 
 
FIREARMS HANDLING 
 
A FIREARMS FORM must be filled up in Block Letters and submitted to the Organizing 
Committee (OC) by the stipulated deadline.  
 
The Port of Entry/Departure for firearms is Changi International Airport for competitors 
arriving by plane.  
 
On arrival at the Port of Entry, all firearms will be collected by the OC Firearms Escort 
Team and transported directly to the NSC Armoury escorted by armed guards. It would be 
the same arrangement for departure.  
 

Note: The storage of firearms outside the NSC is strictly prohibited. 
 
A fee by Per Trip will be levied for the transportation of the firearms. The OC encourages 
participants to travel in groups/teams, and arrive and depart at the OC’s Arrival and 
Departure Windows. 

 
Fee:   SGD550 per Trip  
Arrival:  Between 0800HRS and 1500HRS Singapore Time 
Departure:  Between 1100HRS and 1800HRS Singapore Time

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FIREARMS RENTAL 
 
Firearms from SGC can be rented at between SGD30 and SGD50 per day. Pistols, Trap, 
Skeet and Sporting guns are available. Due to the limited firearms available, allocation will 
be on a first-come-first-served basis. Please make your reservation early. 
 
 
AMMUNITION 
 
Ammunition is classified as consumable good by the Singapore Customs and is subject to 
Good and Services Tax. You will also need to pay additional fees for armed escorts. You 
are strongly advised NOT to bring your own ammunition into Singapore. 
 
 
ACCOMMODATION 
 
For your convenience and shorter travelling time to and from the NSC, the nearest hotel is 
the Genting Hotel Jurong, located at No. 2 Town Hall Link, Singapore.

NSC ACCESS

The OC can supply lunch meals priced at SGD 8. Orders and payment must be made to 
the OC at least 2 days in advance.

FEES  
 
An entry fee of SGD 170 is applicable for foreign competitors. The Entry Fee includes an 
individual licensing fee from the Singapore Police Licensing & Regulatory Department 
(PLRD) to allow the shooter to handle his/her personal firearm or a rented club firearm. 
(Please submit an image of each competitor’s local firearm license with Annex 1 - Final 
Entry Form to facilitate the licensing application) 
 
The entry fee for local competitors is SGD 100. Local competitors must possess a valid 
firearm license, or be exempted from having one by the Police Licensing and Regulatory 
Department. 
 
The entry fee is paid once regardless of the number of shotgun and pistol events that the 
competitor shoots in.  
 
A separate event fee is payable for each event (shotgun/pistol). Please refer to Annexes 
A, B and C for the event fees. 
 
 
FEES COLLECTION 
 
All transactions are to be made in Singapore Dollar (SGD) only.
